Sub-Audible cue tones, for use with automation control, are provided on Learfield IMG College’s 
Internet Streaming Networks.  If your station intends to use this method of cue tone automation, a 
“Tone Decoder” device is required.  A couple of brands and models of decoders are available from many 
equipment suppliers.
